Research and create a family 
tree. Include links to friends 
and other people who are 
special to you.   
(PSHE)

Every half term, your child will receive a homework matrix. These activities are mostly linked to subjects 
covered in class. We ask that one task is completed per week (you don’t have to do all nine!) and that you 
initial and date each activity completed. Evidence of homework can be glued into children’s books, 
photographs tweeted or emailed to us, or items even brought into school! We will collect homework books 
in on a Wednesday morning. 
 
In addition to this, we would also like all children to do the following things weekly: 

• Read a minimum of three times to a grown-up/older sibling (please record this in reading records) 

• Spend time on TTRockstars/NumBots 

• Practise common exception spellings (these are in the back of homework books) 
(All passwords can be found in children’s reading records). 
 
There may sometimes be an additional, optional reinforcement activity sent home in homework books for 
children to have a go at.
