Core knowledge

e The transatlantic slave trade was the largest
forced migration in history.

e Between 1500 and 1800, around 12-15 million people - some
historians suggest the figure may have been higher - were
taken by force from Africa to be used as enslaved labour in
the Caribbean, North, Central and South America. Enslaved
people were traded for guns, rum, cotton, tobacco

e Asaresult of the transatlantic slave trade, millions of people
of African descent live across the world.

1807 - Slavery abolished.

1834 - Enslaved people in Britain are freed.

1966 — The first Notting Hill carnival.

2013 — Black Lives Matter organisation first created.

2020 — Protests take place around the world after the death of
George Floyd.

e George Floyd Jr. was an African-American man who was
murdered by a police officer in Minneapolis, Minnesota,
during an arrest made after a store clerk suspected Floyd may
have used a counterfeit twenty-dollar bill.

e Notting Hill Carnival is London’s biggest street party. The
Carnival’s origins lie in race riots that saw the newly arrived
immigrant population attacked by white nationalists.
