Tactics: Tactics are a carefully planned set of 
actions that are used by a team or an 
individual to attain a certain goal.

Batting and Bowling Square: The batting 
square is a marked out area that the batter 
stands in when striking the ball. The bowling 
square is opposite the batting square in the 
middle of the pitch. This is where the bowler 
stands when bowling the ball.

No ball: A no ball is an unfair delivery bowled 
by the bowler that is either; dangerous, the 
ball is bowled above the batters head and 
below the knee or if the ball bounces before 
the batter.

Fielder: A fielder is a defensive position that is 
occupied while the other team are batting. 
The aim of the fielding team (defending team) 
is to prevent the batter from scoring a rounder.
